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GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE AND
MAINTENANCE OF BATTERIES

GENERALLY

Batteries are one of the most important components of an electric
wheelchair. Therefore they considered particularly sensitives as spare
parts and for this reason the guarantee is limited to 6 months. The
expected lifetimes depends on both kind of use and the appropriate
storage conditions if not in use for more than (1) week.

USE OF BATTERIES

When we put the cart in operation the batteries should be fully charged
to achieve the maximum performance. To fully charge the charger must
be connected for a few hours (depending on the size and type of battery).
The charging process is complete when the corresponding indication
appears on the charger. Usually a green indicator lights up or an orange
indicator flashes steadily during flashing (Each wheelchair charger
indicates in writing on its display the explanation of the indicators).

It is good for each user to have an estimation of the necessary for full
charging time through the regular price monitoring of indicators charger.
So it can better calculate when to move to charge and how long it takes.

The full charge time will gradually start to increase as the battery loses its
ability to hold its charge due to normal wear and tear.

FACTORS THAT AFFECT BATTERY LIFE

1. When we stop using the wheelchair we must proceed
immediately at full charge of its batteries.

2. Do not leave the charger connected to the batteries when they
are fully charged.

3. We must not charge the batteries for less than the time
required to fully charge.

4.  Even if we do not use the batteries for a long time (longer than
3 weeks) we must charge them once (1) every 15-20 days.

5. They should not be stored in very hot places or left in the sun
for many hours.

BATTERY STORAGE
When we know in advance that we will store our batteries we must
follow the following procedure:

1.  Fully charge the batteries.

2.  Disconnect the batteries from the device.

3.  Place them in a cool place away from sunlight.

4.  Recharge necessarily (1) once every 15-20 days.
BATTERY CHECK

Battery testing requires special equipment and know-how available only
from authorized dealers or Service.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT

We must always use batteries that are of the same type and approved by
the manufacturer of the device or equipment we use. It is a good idea to
always have a sticker on the battery stating the installation date for
future reference. It is also good to keep the purchase receipt which is the
guarantee.
